°The system of desalinating seawater using
mechanically transmitted wind energy consists of
transmitting the energy produced by the action of the
wind on the blades of the wind turbine to high pressure
pumps.

*The high pressure pumps force the seawater through
the plant’'s membranes, obtaining forty-five per cent
desalinated fresh water and fifty-five per cent brine

discharge, which contains double the salt content.
